 Your art must be handcrafted – not mass produced or manufactured 

 Art vendors will reserve a 10x10 space for $35.   

 You will provide your own tent; it will be weighted rather than staked.   

 Your sales/demonstration space must be professionally, attractively presented and 

in keeping with the folk theme.   

 Electricity is available; you provide your own extension cord(s) and light(s).  

 You may have food and non-alcoholic beverages in your sales tent.  

 You will stay the duration of the festival unless an agreement is reached with 

organizers prior to the event.
